But no ministry is completely new. The first seeds of
the Unitarian Church of Harrisburg were planted in 1826. The first congregation planted at that time lasted about a decade.
In 1927, Unitarianism was re-seeded with the establishment of the present congregation. The present congregational
organization is more than 90 years old. The history of liberal religion in Harrisburg — if not a continuous ministry — goes back
nearly two centuries. There has been a continuous ministry for nearly a century. The congregation has experienced changes
and transformations and the work of transformation will be the focal point of our new ministry.

To be sure, transformation is the heart of ministry. The work of religion is to transform people’s lives and to transform the
world in which human beings live their lives. Transformation can be very particular, as when a member is paroled from
prison and needs to recreate a life of freedom and responsibility, or when a congregation builds or purchases a new
building. Transformation can be global, as we religious liberals strive to bring more light and justice into the world. We live in
a time when the world around us is in need of transformation. Our Unitarian Universalist faith calls upon us and equips us to
be agents of transformation in a hurting and increasingly frightening world.

Outreach coordinators spend most of their time walking to remote areas or on city streets reaching out to youth who tend to
settle in places that are not easily accessible, assisting them to find permanent housing or making it safer for them to be on the
streets.

Cottage Meetings

Dear Members and Friends,

We are fast approaching the time when we will decide as a
congregation how we want to continue our life together. ltis
impossible to overstate how important it is that we do so in a
thoughtful and informed way. The Congregational Life Team
will do its best to assist in this effort.

As you may have heard, we are organizing what we are calling
“cottage meetings,” which will begin in mid-August. You may
sign-up to attend one of the meetings, either on-line, or after
each service on Sundays. All members and friends are invited
and encouraged to participate in these important meetings.

Up to 12 persons will be invited to participate in each cottage
meeting. Couples are encouraged to attend different cottage
meetings.

Some of the cottage meetings will be held in the homes of
members. The campuses at Market Street and Clover Lane
will be the sites for additional meetings, with members also
hosting those meetings.

The meetings will start with a social time to give members
time to enjoy some food and drink as well as greet each other
and meet members that are new to them. The cottage
meetings will be up to three hours in length, which includes
the social time.

The meetings will be run by a trained member of the
Congregational Life Team who will make sure that each
attendee is heard and respected for their contribution.

These meetings are not intended to rehash grievances, old or
new, or to review financial options, or to seek solutions. They
are intended to develop a common understanding of who we
are as a congregation, which will form the basis for our

decision-making going forward. Because of the severity of our

financial situation, we
will need to hold on to
what we share, even as
we cherish our
differences.

A note-taker will record S = e —
what is shared, for review by the Congregational Life Team
and Board. Names will not be attached to quotes or
comments unless follow-up is needed.

The facilitator will give each group two questions for their
input. Each group will be presented with the same questions.
The questions are designed to help members reflect on their
experience of UCH as well as what we value most about our
community. Exploration of these aspects of our church life will
help us to better discern and keep us focused on why we have
chosen to be members of this congregation and what is most
important to us.

The information gathered in these meetings will help us to
define our core identity, purpose and values as we go into this
critical time of decision and transition. We also intend that
insights gained during the meetings will enable participants to
be better prepared after the meetings to have conversations
amongst themselves, and to share insights with other
members and friends they know, who may not have been able
to attend a cottage meeting.

We at UCH have many strengths, both as individuals and as a
congregation. We’'ll need to rely on those strengths and on
each other as we step into the future. We face some difficult
times together, but the promise is that we will emerge a
committed, faithful group of people who share a belief that
UCH is an essential part of our lives and of the community
around us.

Lay-Led Ministries

We March. We Act.

On July 21, the lay-led ministry We March. We Act. hosted
the first Get Out the Vote canvassing event in the
neighborhood surrounding our Market Street campus.
Twenty three volunteers had fun knocking on doors to talk to
the neighbors about the November elections. Canvassing
may sound exhausting, but it’s actually very invigorating —
even in the rain! The church is the polling location for the 9th
Ward, 2nd Precinct, in the City of Harrisburg. For a variety of
reasons, this precinct has a historically low voter turnout e N :
especially for midterm elections. The goal of this Power to Tramlng for Canv-assmg !
the Polls effort is to increase voter turnout as high as 90% —
a lofty goal indeed!

Some volunteers knocked on doors and a few staffed a table at the church. Everyone had candy to hand out! We had
conversations about issues that may be important to folks living in that neighborhood, such as quality schools in Harrisburg or the
right of undocumented Pennsylvanians to receive a driver’s license. Canvassers offered information about how voting could
influence those issues, the positions that will be contested in November, as well as the date and location of voting in the
midterms. Volunteers registered a few citizens on the spot and directed others to the registration website. Everyone was invited
to the Voter Education Dinner that will be held at UCH on September 8.

We March. We Act. is a lay-led ministry of the Unitarian Church of Harrisburg. The group has received a grant from the Unitarian
Universalists Funding Program to support the Get Out the Vote effort. We March. We Act. has partnered with other groups in the
area for this effort. These groups include POWER, Gather the Spirit for Justice, The Movement of Immigrant Leaders in
Pennsylvania, and the Rock Church.

We March. We Act. is also hosting Get Out the Vote door to door canvassing events on August 18 and September 8. Volunteers
will meet at the church at 10:00 a.m. for a one-hour training. Everyone will be paired with another canvasser and given a turf
map. The training will also include review of a suggested script and complete information about how to fill out a voter
registration form. And of course there will be morning coffee and snacks as well as a lunch for when you return to the church for
a debrief after canvassing. Please consider giving some time to this effort. The Fifth UU Principle says that we “promote ... the
use of the democratic process...in society at large.” What better way to do this than to empower our church neighbors to exercise
their right to vote! Contact Wendy Shaver to sign up.

Helping People in Prison and Their Families
HPIPF is making plans for a busy fall:

Re-Entry Breakfast Sept. 22

For the past 10 years, the Prison Action Committee of Christian Churches United has sponsored a monthly breakfast to support
inmates re-entering society. Each month a different church provides breakfast and an inspirational speaker. This is a person who
has gone through the same experiences and is working to overcome through a faith journey. The UCH is one of the participating
churches, and our month is September. Please save the date: Saturday, Sept. 22, at our Market Street campus.

For those who have never participated, this event is quite different from Common Ground Café in some important ways:

® The community we serve is women and men from work release centers and halfway houses, all brought by van or car to
the location.

® The timing is different: The cooks start really early so the food will all be ready to serve at 9:00, guests start arriving about
8:30 a.m., and we start at 9:00 am with a welcome and invocation. We serve using a buffet line so all guests get a hot
breakfast, there is an inspirational speaker and a few songs, and then a closing benediction so all guests can leave by
10:30 a.m. and be back at their work release or halfway house by 11:00 a.m.

® The guests will be new to our church, but many will have attended prior re-entry breakfasts at other churches. Each
church follows the same format but does it a little differently.

So save the date of Saturday, September 22, to help our re-entry breakfast succeed! We need cooks (contact Margaret Carrow),
setup help the day before at the end of GTS Community Hours, buffet line servers, toast makers, coffee and juice servers, cleanup
help starting at 10:30 a.m., and the like. All who have helped in the past have found the experience hugely rewarding, as we show
these women and men from prison (they’re at work during the day and locked up at night) that we value their inherent worth
and dignity.
